Abstract

The Belt and Road Initiative currently brings together around 150 countries around the world. The one
of its most significant parts is China-Pakistan Economic Corridor. This bilateral partnership included
over 100 infrastructure projects with initially estimate value around $46 billion, but there is a
noticeable trend of increasing the number of projects and their total value by almost double since now.
This paper will present the basic features of this economic partnership between China and Pakistan,
with special emphasis on the key challenges in the field of economics, politics, and security.

The research is based on the analysis of documents and official statistical reports, as well as a
literature review. The main assumption in this paper that CPEC, as a case study, can provide a good
framework for a broader understanding of Belt and Road Initiative not only in the terms of economic
challenges, but also in political and security challenges as well.

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ASSESSING THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC IMPACTS OF GRAND-SCALE TRANSPORTATION
INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENTS IN THE SOUTH AND WEST MARMARA REGIONS

Abstract

The Turkish government has initiated several grand scale public transportation infrastructure
investments or "mega projects," including bridges, tunnels, and highways that use smart transportation
systems. The minister of transportation announced that the share of railway investments would
increase to 65% in the next two years, while highways would continue to receive 30% of investment.
In line with transportation policies set in the 2010s, the build-operate-transfer system has been
implemented, a public-private sector cooperation model that utilizes alternative financing options in
addition to public resources to implement megaprojects. These projects create jobs at all levels, from
contractors to designers and investors to construction workers, thereby supporting the country's
primary economic sector, i.e., construction. It is expected that these transportation infrastructure
investments will increase commercial development in the nearby regions. However, the primary aim
of these megaprojects is to capture global capital. They will directly contribute to the goal of creating
an uninterrupted trade route from Beijing to London, as part of the "Middle Corridor" initiative led by
Turkey within the scope of the "One Belt One Road" Project by reviving the historical Silk Road.
Infrastructure investments have many benefits to both the economy and society, and they are
important for the economic development of countries. This study aims to state the contribution of
grand scale transportation infrastructure investments such as the construction of Yavuz Sultan Selim
Bridge, 1915 Canakkale Bridge, Kinali-Tekirdag-Canakkale-Savastepe Motorway, Troia, and Assos
Tunnels in the South and West Marmara Regions to the economic and socio development of Marmara
Region and Turkey as a whole. These projects will connect Asia and Europe, create jobs, and boost the
economy, while also improving residents' quality of life by making transportation faster and more
efficient. Based on the case study of the South and West Marmara Region, this study will provide
additional insights to other countries on how such investments can contribute to the development of
regions and countries as a whole.

ABRAHAMIC COINAGE & COMMONWEALTH: LOCAL DYNASTIES & THEIR MINTS
ALONG THE 9-13TH-C. SILK ROADS

Abstract

For generations, it has been conventional to regard history as the province of a given “nation,” without
examining it in a larger ecumenical, or perhaps civilizational, context. This study seeks to challenge
such conventional notions of historical sovereignty and nationality utilizing comparative numismatic
research along the 9-13th-c. Silk Roads. The coins of peripheral dynasties are juxtaposed across
Islamdom and Christendom. By surveying the coinage of four 9-13th-c. Eurasian Islamic dynasties
(Tahirids, Saffarids, Samanids, Volga-Bulgar Almusids) and four synchronous Eastern European
Christian dynasties (Piasts, Rjurikids, Arpads, Danube-Bulgar Asenids), this study demonstrates that
“nationhood” (commonly in Western parlance), originally stemmed from a ruling Abrahamic dynasty.

These examples of separate minting traditions bring into focus important phases and features of
monotheization and dynastic-formation (and their inter-relationship), which other data sets cannot
necessarily achieve as easily. The evocation of confessional iconography, language and alphabet on
each of the study’s coins, serves to confirm the ecumenical allegiance of the dynast, sometimes even
of the minter. In this way, comparative numismatics demonstrates the superficiality of such
anachronisms of “nationhood,” while maintaining the concept of monotheism as more than simply a
given creed, but as a mode of legitimization, allegiance and a top-down process of identity formation.
This comparative numismatic study also demonstrates that early forms of mercantilism effectively
became the basic model of political economy for most Abrahamic dynasties.

By comparing coins such as those of the Saffarids and Samanids with those of the Piasts and Arpads,
many take Poland and Hungary as 9-11th-c. nations at face value, but where are the equivalent nations
for the former Islamic dynasties? We might even question whether the Piasts founded Poland or the
Arpads Hungary. By comparison, would we imagine that the Saffarids or Samanids founded
Uzbekistan or Tajikistan? In other words, we frequently consider these aforementioned Christian
families the forerunners of the modern nations of Poland, Russia, Hungary and Bulgaria respectively,
yet we would hardly make such a case for the aforementioned Islamic dynasties. Ultimately, assuming
that nationality and sovereignty can be projected backwards as early as possible is frequently
anachronistic. And few classes of evidence demonstrate this better than numismatics.

George Ritzer, 1993 tarihli the Mcdonaldization of Society adli kitabiyla McDonaldization kavramini
tanittigindan beri, bu kavram sosyoloji alaninda ve 6zellikle kiiresellesme sosyolojisinde merkezi hale
gelmistir. Aslinda George Ritzer, Max Weber'in ¢alismalarinin temel unsurlarini ele almis, genisletmis
ve glincellestirerek sosyal yapisal degisimin insan etkilesimi ve kimligi tizerindeki etkisinin elestirel
bir analizini iiretmistir. Ritzer’e gore biirokratik oOrgiitler sadece rasyonalizasyon siirecini temsil
etmekle kalmayip insan etkilesimine yapi siirecini daha da ileriye tasiyarak giderek rasyonalize olan
bir diinyaya yol agmislardir. Dolayisiyla bu siire¢ giinliik hayatimizin tiim yonlerini etkilemektedir.
Ritzer, 1990’lardan bu yana McDonald’s bu siirecin 6rnek modeli olarak fast-food restoraninin sosyal
olarak yapilandirilmis bi¢iminin, rasyonalizasyon siirecini gilindelik etkilesim ve bireysel kimlik
alanina dogru daha da ileriye dogru temsil eden ve genisleten Orgiitsel giic haline geldigini ileri
siirmektedir (Ritzer, 1994).

Abstract
Ever since George Ritzer introduced the concept of McDonaldization in his 1993 book the
McDonaldization of Society, this concept has become central to the field of sociology, and particularly
to the sociology of globalization. In fact, George Ritzer has taken, expanded and updated key elements
of Max Weber's work to produce a critical analysis of the impact of social structural change on human
interaction and identity. According to Ritzer, bureaucratic organizations not only represent the
rationalization process, but also lead to an increasingly rationalized world by taking the building
process to human interaction further. Therefore, this process affects all aspects of our daily life. Ritzer
argues that since the 1990s, McDonald's as the exemplary model of this process, the socially
constructed form of the fast-food restaurant has become the organizational force that further represents
and extends the rationalization process into the realm of everyday interaction and individual identity
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(Ritzer, 1994) . According to Ritzer, there are four striking dimensions to the success of
McDonaldization. These dimensions were determined as McDonald's "offering efficiency,
calculability, predictability and control” to consumers, workers and managers (Margolis, 2004).
Examining these four basic characteristics of McDonaldization reveals that there are solid reasons for
the McDonald's system to be so successful and for the McDonaldization process to progress so
rapidly.

According to the British Council's definition (2012), international academic franchise (or academic
licensing): the activities of a university to export academic programs or higher education institutions to
another country. These activities can be carried out in whole or in part as undergraduate and graduate
programs at any time. According to Pon and Ritchie (2014), an academic franchise can be defined as a
business partnership or a tool to acquire significant resources that would not otherwise be available.
According to current academic literature and academic research, as well as limited empirical evidence,
franchises are poorly integrated into general teaching and learning work away from the host
institution. In this study, the franchise system provided in higher education will be evaluated in terms
of McDonalds principle.

The work in question was copyrighted by
Yahya bin Bahsi under the name Menakibu'l- Cevahir in the first quarter of the 15th century. It is
prepared as a mixture of prose and verse. In the verse, the author used the pen name Bahsi. In the
verse, the author used the pen name Bahsi. There are 20 copies of which have survived to the present
day. One of them, Haza Kitadb-1 Menakib-1 Hazret-i Emir Sultan (kuddise Sirruhu), was copied by
Seyyid Ali bin el-Zeyniiddin at the beginning of the 16th century. It was obtained from Zeytinoglu
Public Library in Tavsanh district of Kiitahya province in 2017. The copy is not currently registered.
The vocabulary of the work, which reflects the linguistic features of Old Anatolian Turkish, is also
very rich. There are many idioms that still exist today. In the study; The idioms in the work titled Haza
Kitab-1 Menakib-1 Hazret-i Emir Sultan (kuddise sirruhu) were examined. First, brief information
about the work and idioms is given; The work was scanned from beginning to end, the idioms
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identified were recorded, classified according to the way they were formed, and then exemplified by
giving their equivalents.

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Abstract

The presentation covers numerous interpretations Genghis Khan got in the Russian as well as world
literature. Being a major figure of his time and influencing Russian history like few other military
leaders, Genghis Khan becomes especially interesting to authors, who deal with history fiction - for
example, the Soviet author Vasiliy Yan (The Mongol Conquests, Genghis Khan, Baruch Khan). The
military leader is also referred to by many Russian poets, who remembered difficult times Russia
experienced during the Mongol invasion under Genghis Khan in their works: Denis Davydov, Nikolay
Zabolotsky, Nikolay Glazkov and others. Many books are dedicated to this prominent Asian conquerer
outside Russia as well. Many of them are historical fiction: Genghis: Lords of the Bow by Conn
Iggulden, Invisible Cities by Vintage Calvino, The Barefoot Emperor by Philip Marsden etc. The first
can be considered a classical historical fiction, dedicated to Genghis Khan’s earlier campaigns against
the Chinese Emperors. Invisible Cities looks at the military leader from a different angle, since it is a
surreal classic that blurs reality by describing it with poetic specificity. Genghis Khan has
conversation with Marco Polo, who tells the Asian conguerer about the cities Polo has visited. In the
Barefoot Emperor Genghis Khan is not the main character and is used by the author for comparison
with his main character - Emperor Tewedros of Ethiopia. Overall, the interest towards Genghis Khan
both as a military leader and as a Silk Road figure is always present, and new interpretations of his
image in art and his role in history are constantly produced.

PROJECTS FOR SILK ROAD MUSEUMS IN TURKEY AND REVIVING SILK ROAD
INITIATIVES

Abstract

Throughout history, the Silk Road has brought people of different cultures closer together and
facilitated communication between them. The states that dominated the Silk Road gained economic
prosperity and political supremacy. The silk production centers, which have played an important role
in the past of the Turks, have been influenced by international exchange and development. Silk Road
museums, which carry and preserve the cultural heritage related to silk production on the Silk Road,
are important institutions that transfer intergenerational knowledge. The opening of new Silk Road
museums is a priority for reviving the Silk Road and transferring its recognition to future generations.
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There are various Silk Road museums that reflect the history, development, and institutional changes
of the Silk Road through collections exhibited in these museums. These museums are developing
under the leadership of universities and local governments. In museum exhibitions, the changes in the
production, weaving industry, and trade of silk, as well as the display of the produced items, also
inspire artists for new designs. This study proposes a model for creating projects to transform the silk
production centers, which are currently disappearing, into museums on the Silk Road and reviving
them. Personal or institutional efforts in Turkey have not been able to keep up with industrial
developments in silk production, and it has been replaced by machine production. There is a need for
projects to revive these production areas. An important example of this is the production of the
Valencia silk museum and the projects that have turned it into a display again. The journey that started
from China followed multiple different routes from Central Asia, passed through Anatolia and reached
Europe through Thrace. In addition, it reached Europe by using the ports such as Ephesus, Miletus,
Trabzon, Sinop, Alanya, and Antalya via sea routes. For this purpose, the transformation of silk
production areas in Bursa, Istanbul-Sile, Trabzon, and Antakya cities into museums and experimental
workspaces should be included in the scope of creating new museum areas. To provide contributions
to the projects and to create models for the exhibition, workshop, and museum activities of silk
museums are primary goals. With these proposals, | hope to contribute to the creation of pioneer Silk
Road museums within the revived Silk Road projects.

DYEING OF SILK IN EDIiRNE RED COLOR

Abstract

Silk is a natural filament obtained from the Bombyx mori species of silkworm, with a fiber length of
up to 3000 meters. During the Ottoman era in Edirne, sericulture and silk trade were important
activities. To this end, silk factories, trade centers, and silk weaving schools were established, creating
an important source of income for the people of Edirne.

Edirne Red is a natural dye obtained from the Rubia Tinctorum L. plant and is part of the Ottoman
Empire's heritage. This dye is resistant to sunlight and washing. It has been used in Turkish carpets, as
well as in silk and cotton fabrics.

The aim of this study is to bring together the importance of Edirne Red and sericulture in Edirne's
history. For this purpose, 100% silk fabrics were dyed using Rubia Tinctorum L. root dye plants
grown within the borders of Edirne province. The effects of dye ratios and auxiliary chemicals used on
color and colorfastness were examined during the dyeing process. The color values of the fabrics were
measured numerically in the CIE-LAB color space, and the washing and rubbing fastness values of the
dyed fabrics were also measured. Based on the obtained data, the closest Edirne Red color was
achieved by pre-mordanting the fabric before dyeing and using ethanol as the dye solvent.

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A PHENOMENOLOGICAL STUDY ON THE MEANING OF BEING A TEACHER

Abstract
This research aims to reveal the nature and meaning of being a teacher from the perspective of
teachers, as they are one of the most critical topics in educational administration.
In contributing to quality and efficiency in education, revealing the meaning of being a teacher is
essential in shedding light on teachers' experiences, identifying their problems, and generating
solutions to these problems. For this purpose, the concept of teaching was defined first, and the
conceptual and theoretical foundations of the research were established using the interpretive
paradigm. Then, as a qualitative research method, a phenomenology design was performed. Criterion
and convenience sampling were utilized in this work; the study group consisted of four teachers
working in Ankara and pursuing a master's degree in Educational Management at Gazi University's
Graduate School during the fall semester of 2022-2023. The criterion for participating in this study
was that the teachers had to have been teaching for at least ten years. A semi-structured interview form
developed by was used as the data collection tool. The interview form included a central question and
various follow-up questions regarding the meaning of being a teacher and the structure and nature of
the experience of being a teacher. Participants were informed about the purpose of the study, and
informed consent was obtained, allowing them to withdraw from the study if they wished. The
interviews were conducted in a quiet, calm environment on a pre-determined day and time through
focus group discussions. With the consent of the participants, audio recordings were taken to avoid
data loss during the focus group process. The collected data was transferred by hand, the interview
texts were obtained and transcribed, and coding was performed. From the received codes, categories
were formed, and, in the end, the main theme was identified. In the data analysis, direct quotations
were also used for validity and reliability, and the participants were referred to as Participant 1,
Participant 2,... Finally, the participants defined the meaning of being a teacher as being able to leave
meaningful and impressions in their students' lives, communicate, renew oneself, guide their students
toward success, help them achieve their dreams, and overcome challenges.
In conclusion, it is significant to reveal the meanings that teachers attach to their teaching experiences.
In this respect, this research aims to fill the gap in the literature with the findings obtained. This study
examines the meaning attached to becoming a teacher from the perspective of educators and reveals
the essence of being a teacher and the experiences of teachers.

THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DEATH PENALTY IN THE FIGHT AGAINST
TERRORISM: THE CASE OF AUM SHINRIKYO

The history of the death penalty is almost as old as the history of humanity. Especially when people
started to live together, the need to ensure social order emerged. For this reason, it was aimed to
establish social order by punishing those who disrupted the social order for their actions. Especially in
primitive societies, the death penalty has been widely used as a means of maintaining social order.
However, in the modernizing and globalizing world, especially as of the 17th century, alternative
methods of punishment have started to be applied more frequently instead of the death penalty.
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Therefore, it is seen that the death penalty is not applied in most of the countries that are considered to
be developed and democratic states of law. Contrary to this general acceptance, Japan is one of the
countries where the death penalty is applied. It is noteworthy that Japan is still practicing the death
penalty despite its development in many fields and the fact that it is a country with a democratic legal
system. Our research aims to examine the legal basis of this phenomenon and to discuss the
application of the death penalty in the fight against terrorism in the context of the Aum Shinrikyd
terrorist organization. Since there is no detailed study on Japanese criminal law and the application of
the death penalty in Japan in the Turkish literature, it has become necessary to research this subject. It
is seen that Japan, which has been criticized for its "dovish policies" in the fight against terrorism,
does not hesitate to apply even the death penalty, one of the harshest methods of punishment, when
necessary. Considering that the two terrorist organizations that modern Japan had to fight against, the
Japanese Red Army and Aum Shinrikyd, have dissolved themselves, it can be accepted that Japan has
been successful in the fight against terrorism so far. These issues, which should be examined by many
different fields of science, will only be discussed in the context of the application of the death penalty
in the fight against terrorism and the legal dimensions of this issue in our study. The textual analysis
method, one of the qualitative research methods, will be used and the legal foundations of the death
penalty will be tried to be understood by translating the relevant parts of the Japanese legal texts into
Turkish. Ultimately, Japan has chosen to fight against terrorism through legal means. In this context, it
sentenced the leader and some of the leadership of Aum Shinrikyo, a religiously-motivated terrorist
organization, to death and executed these sentences over a period of time. Considering that Japan does
not directly face a terrorist threat like Aum Shinrikyd today, it can be concluded that Japan is one of
the successful countries in the fight against terrorism.

Polonya’nin son krali II. Stanislaw August Poniatowski (1732-1798) tahtta bulundugu dénemde
(1764-1795) sark zevkine gore siislenmis saraylar, koskler, kiiltiir ve sanat hayatiin cereyan ettigi
farkli binalar yaptirmistir. Bu kosklerden biri Varsova’daki Lazienki Parki’'nda Myslenice ve golet
(staw) arasinda, bugiinlerde sadece ithlamur ve kestane agaclarinin oldugu yerde ‘Salon’ veya ‘Dom
Turecki’ (Tiirk Evi) adiyla ahsaptan yapilmis siislii binadir. Lazienki parki ile ilgili belgeler
envanterine gore Tiirk Evi; “yabani mesirede inga edildi”. Bu evin yapimi igin alan olusturmak
maksadiyla agaglar kestirildi. Tirk Evi, Ada Saray1 (Patac na Wyspie), Beyaz Ev (Bialy Dom) ve
Myslewice gibi apartman degildi, Amfitiyatro ve Pomaranczarnia’daki tiyatro Lazienki binalarinin
ikinci grubunu olusturuyordu. Bu binalar sosyal bulusmalar icin insa edilmistir. Dar cephesine “Aux
divertissements publics” yazi yerlestirildi ve herkes buray1 “halk salonu” (salon public) olarak
adlandirmistir. Bu bina higbir zaman anitsal bir yapi olarak adlandirilmamigtir. Dis kismi ahsap
kaplamaliydi ve ahsap c¢atki duvarlari vardir. “Salonun duvarlar1 tamamen ahsap catkiliydi. Disardaki
yagli boyayla kaplamali tahtalar” binaya farkli bir hava veriyordu. Binanin igindeki siitunlar1 da
ahsaptandi.

TURKISH HOUSE IN WARSAW LAZIENKI PARK

The last king of Poland Il. Stanislaw August Poniatowski (1732-1798) built palaces, mansions,
different buildings where cultural and artistic life took place, decorated according to the oriental taste
(1764-1795) during his reign (1764-1795). One of these pavilions is the ornate wooden building called
'Salon' or 'Dom Turecki' (Turkish House) in Warsaw's Lazienki Park, between Myslenice and the pond
(staw), where nowadays only linden and chestnut trees exist. According to the inventory of documents
related to the Lazienki park, the Turkish House; “built on the wild promenade”. Trees were cut to
create space for the construction of this house.

The Turkish House was not an apartment like the Ada Palace (Patac na Wyspie), the White House
(Bialy Dom) and Myslewice, the Amphitheater and the theater in Pomaranczarnia constituted the
second group of Lazienki buildings. These buildings were built for social gatherings. The inscription
"Aux divertissements publics" was placed on its narrow, and everyone called it "the hall public”. This
building was never called a monumental structure. The exterior was wood-clad and has timber-frame
walls. “The walls of the hall were completely timber-framed. The oil-painted boards outside gave the
building a different feel. The columns inside the building were also made of wood. Duhamel, who was
the king's clerk, wrote "wooden building" while talking about the Turkish house. XIX. Architect
Golonski, who studied this building in the middle of the 19th century, called it the "wooden building".

THE SILK ROAD: THE FIRST SUPER-INFORMATION HIGHWAY

Abstract
The Silk Road (which of course was in reality more a wide network of connecting trade routes rather
than a single roadway), was the facilitating infrastructure that supported the exchange of goods, ideas
and technology between East (China) and West (India, Middle East, Africa and Europe), from the 2nd
Century BCE until the rise of the Ottoman Empire in the 15th Century CE.
By the 1st Century CE, Chinese silk was a highly valued commodity in Rome, Egypt and Greece.
Teas, dyes, porcelain and perfume were other commaodities that came through the route, with horses,
honey, wine and gold going the other way. However, the Silk Road also saw the exchange of ideas
that lead to the development of the great centres of philosophy, allowing for the exchange of ideas and
the development of syncretic approaches, whether social, intellectual or cultural.
This presentation will explore the concept of the Silk Road as the first super-information highway,
allowing for the spread, sharing and development of scientific, cultural, religious and other influences
in a highly dynamic and integrative manner. It expanded our concept of the world eastwards from a
European perspective, and allowed for a level of exchange and engagement that was not seen again
until the great trading campaigns of the 19th century.
It will explore parallels with the globalisation of the world in the second half of the 20th century, and
lessons to be learned as we move into the unknown territory of the mid-21st century period.

RELATIONAL POSTPOSITIONS IN THE TURKISH ACADEMIC DISCOURSE

Abstract

Adpositions, termed as either preposition or postposition depending on their positions in a phrasal
structure, are functional language units that are responsible for establishing syntactic relations between
the elements within a sentential environment. As a head-final language, Turkish allows only
postpositions in its grammatical repertoire, and it is possible to classify them based on original,
structural, valential, and functional aspects. The concept of relational postpositions, one of the
categories under the functional classification, has been defined as “postpositional structures that bear
the function of specifying the complement(s) with such meanings as relation, reference, theme,
direction, limitation, etc.” within the scope of the study; and the following can be given as examples to
these postpositions: +(y)Apar dair, +(Y)lAcowm ilgili, and + ey hakkinda.

Focusing on such formations in the language, this study aims to examine their different realisations in
the Turkish academic discourse and their comparative distributions in both hard and soft science
branches. For this sake, 30 articles have been randomly selected from the DergiPark platform
(www.dergipark.org.tr) to be 3 articles for each of the following domains under two major branches:
hard sciences (agriculture, engineering, gastronomy, medicine, and veterinary) and soft sciences
(education, history, theology, law, and literature) creating a corpus with 214,303 tokens. AntConc
programme (4.0.11) has been used to detect the potential relational postpositions within the corpus and
determine their frequency of occurrence in the articles referring to the related domains.

Data obtained as a result of the analysis have been collected under 34 titles. In the entire corpus, the
titles with the highest and lowest frequency of occurrence are +(y)Apar yonelik (225) and +(y)Apar
mahsus (3). Considering the distribution of relational postpositions by their related domains, law (554)
is the first while medicine (58) is the last. As for the overall of the domains, the number of relational
postpositions is (703) in the hard science articles and (1,616) in the soft science articles. It is possible
to conclude that research findings yield similar results to the literature studies in that language use in
different domains differs from each other in terms of discursive characteristics.

Islevsel siniflandirma altindaki ulamlardan biri olan ilgi ilgecleri, bu ¢alisma kapsaminda “tiimlec(ler)i
ilgi, iliski, konu, yon, simirlilik vb. anlamlarla belirtme islevi tasiyan ilge¢ yapilar1” olarak
tanimlanmakla birlikte +(y)Ayey dair, +(y)IAgz 11gili, ve +dj ¢ hakkinda yapilari; bu ilgeglere 6rnek
olarak sunulabilmektedir.
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Dildeki bu tiir olusumlara odaklanan bu ¢alisma, Tiirk¢ce akademik sOylemde goriilen farkli
gerceklesmelerini ve fen ile sosyal bilim dallarinda ortaya ¢ikan karsilagtirmali dagilimlarii
incelemeyi amaclamaktadir. Bu amag¢ dogrultusunda, fen bilimleri (tarim, miihendislik, gastronomi, tip
ve veterinerlik) ile sosyal bilimler (egitim, tarih, teoloji, hukuk ve edebiyat) ana dallar1 altindaki her
bir alan i¢in 3 makale olmak tizere toplamda 30 makale DergiPark platformu (www.dergipark.org.tr)
tizerinden segkisiz olarak secilmis ve 214.303 sozciikliik bir derlem olusturulmustur. Derlem
icerisindeki olasi ilgi ilgeglerini saptamak ve ilgili alanlara hitap eden makalelerdeki gegme sikliklarini
belirlemek i¢cin AntConc programi (4.0.11) kullanilmustir.

Derlemin tamaminda en ¢ok ve
en az gecme siklig1 gosteren basliklar +(y)Aysy yonelik (225) ve +(y)Aysy mahsus (3) seklindedir. ilgi
ilgeclerinin ilgili alanlara gore dagilimlari goz Oniinde bulunduruldugunda hukuk (554) birinci
siradayken tip (58) sonuncu sirada gelmektedir. Alanlarin geneline bakilacak olursa ilgi ilgeglerinin
sayis1 fen bilimleri makalelerinde (703) iken sosyal bilimler makalelerinde (1.616) seklindedir. Farkli
alanlardaki dil kullanimlarinin sdylem o6zellikleri agisindan birbirinden ayrigmasi bakimindan
arastirma bulgularinin alanyazin ¢aligmalariyla benzer sonuclar verdigi sonucuna ulagmak
miimkiindiir.

Bu c¢agin gengleri olarak, e-spor ile ilgilenen dijital yerlilerin katilim motivasyonlarini incelemek
gelecege 151k tutmak agisindan onemlidir. Arastirmanin amaci, e-spor (Elektronik Spor) ile ilgilenen
tiniversite 0grencilerinin E-spora katilim motivasyonlarinin belirlenmesi ve farkli degiskenlere gore
karsilastirilmasidir. Tarama modelinin kullanildig1 nicel bir yaklagimla yiiriitiilen bu arastirmada
amacli orneklem kullanilmis ve kolay ulasilabilirlik ilkesiyle hareket edilmistir. Nevsehir, Kayseri,
Osmaniye, Adana, Nigde, Balikesir, Hatay ve Yozgat illerinde yasayan ve tniversitelerin farkli
fakiiltelerinde (Egitim, Spor Bilimleri, Ilahiyat, Fen Edebiyat, Miihendislik ve Mimarlik, Iktisadi ve
Idari Bilimler, Giizel Sanatlar, Saglik Bilimleri, Yabanci Diller) 6grenim goren 100 (38 kadin, 62
erkek) iiniversite Ogrencisi arastirmaya katilmistir. Arastirmaya dahil edilme kriterleri; e-spor
etkinliklerine diizenli katilim saglamak ve arastirmaya goniillii olarak katilmaktir. Arastirma diginda
tutulma kriterleri ise; e-spor hakkinda bilgiye sahip olmamak ve herhangi bir sekilde e-spor
aktivitesine katilmamis olmaktir. Verilerin elde edilmesinde, Oz ve Ustiin (2019) tarafindan
gelistirilen “E-spor Katilim Motivasyonu Olgegi (EKMO)” kullamlmustir. Arastirma verileri etik kurul
onay1 alindiktan sonra Google form aracilifiyla sosyal medya iizerinden toplanmistir. Arastirmadan
elde edilen verilere iliskin hesaplanan Cronbach Alpha degerleri toplam o6lgek i¢cin 0=0.962, alt
olgekler igin ise a=0.780 ile a=0.944 araliginda bulunmustur. Verilerin analizinde bagimsiz gruplarda
t testi ve tek yonlii varyans analizi (ANOVA) teknikleri kullanilmistir. Arastirma bulgularina gore,
iiniversite 0grencilerinin 6l¢ek toplam puanlart 185, ortalamalari ise 3.95 £ .86°dir. Alt dlgeklerde ise
4.02 £ 1.1 ortalama ile “yetkinlik” boyutu en yiiksek; 3.76 + 1.0 ortalama ile “iligkisel benlik” boyutu
en distiktiir. Cinsiyet ve gelir diizeyi agisindan yapilan karsilagtirmada, dgrencilerin e-spor katilim
motivasyonu ortalamalar1 arasinda istatistiksel olarak anlamli bir fark olmadig1 goriilmiistiir (p>.05).
E-spor ile ilgilenme yili agisindan yapilan karsilastirmada, “taksonomik™ alt dlgceginde 1-2 yildir
ilgilenenler ile daha fazla yildir ilgilenenler arasinda anlamli fark oldugu (p<.05), bu farkin 1-2 yildir
ilgilenenlerin daha diisiik ortalamaya sahip olmalarindan kaynaklandigi ortaya konulmustur. Sonug
olarak, tiniversite dgrencilerinin e-spor katilim motivasyonlarin yiiksek oldugu, cinsiyet ve gelir
diizeyine gore katilim motivasyonlarinin degisiklik gostermedigi, ancak yeni baslayanlarin biligsel,
duyussal ve psikomotor Ozellikleri tanimlama konusunda daha diisiik motivasyona sahip olduklar
sOylenebilir.

Abstract

As the youth of this age, it is important to examine the participation motivations of digital natives
engaged in e-sports in order to shed light on the future. The aim of this study is to determine the
motivations for e-sport (Electronic Sports) participation of university students and to compare them
according to different variables. In this study, which was conducted with a quantitative approach
using the survey model, purposeful sampling was used and the principle of easy accessibility was
adopted. One hundred (38 female, 62 male) university students living in Nevsehir, Kayseri, Osmaniye,
Adana, Nigde, Balikesir, Hatay and Yozgat provinces and studying at different faculties of universities
(Education, Sports Sciences, Theology, Science and Literature, Engineering and Architecture,
Economics and Administrative Sciences, Fine Arts, Health Sciences, Foreign Languages) participated
in the study. Inclusion criteria were regular participation in e-sports activities and voluntary
participation in the study. The exclusion criteria were not having any knowledge about e-sports and
not having participated in any e-sports activity. The data was obtained by the "Participation
Motivation Scale for E-sports (PMSES)" developed by Oz and Ustiin (2019). The research data were
collected through social media via Google form after ethics committee approval was obtained. The
Cronbach Alpha values calculated for the data obtained from the research were a=0.962 for the total
scale and ranged from 0=0.780 to 0=0.944 for the subscales. Independent samples t-test and one-way
analysis of variance (ANOVA) techniques were used to analyze the data. According to the findings of
the study, the total scale score of the university students was 185 and the mean score was 3.95 + .86.
In the subscales, the “competence” dimension was the highest with a mean of 4.02 + 1.1 and the
“relational self” dimension was the lowest with a mean of 3.76 = 1.0. When compared in terms of
gender and income level, it was seen that there was no statistically significant difference between the
mean of motivation for e-sports participation (p>.05). However in terms of years engaged in e-sports,
there was a significant difference (p<.05) between those who have been engaged in e-sports for 1-2
years and or more years in the “taxonomic” subscale, and this difference was due to the fact that those
who have been engaged for 1-2 years have a lower mean. As a result, it can be said that university
students have high motivation to participate in e-sports, their motivation to participate does not vary
according to gender and income level, but beginners have lower motivation to define cognitive,
affective and psychomotor characteristics.

This paper explores the connection between the burial practices in Shintoism and Orthodox
Christianity.

Abstract

As Chancellor (2018) notes, cultural exchange and immersion in a new culture is an invaluable tool
for helping people become more aware of the interconnectedness of the world and identifying their
place within it, especially within a professional context. The School of Library and Information
Management (SLIM) at Emporia State University in Kansas has a long history of sending students on
short-term learning journey as part of their professional education as librarians (Smith, 2016). These
learning journeys have afforded small groups of students opportunities to learn from librarian and
archivist colleagues in countries across Europe, South America and Africa and have enabled over 200
students to expand their world view as well as recognize the many ways in which professional
librarianship can be practiced. A major component of the success of the SLIM Global Experiences
program is the emphasis placed on personal reflection as a means to process experiences and identify
changes to attitudes and understandings (Smith, 2019). An integral part of this processing is the ability
to share impressions and to discuss their understandings of the world around them through the newly-
formed lens of the different culture in which they are situated. In this presentation, four students from
SLIM share their initial impressions of Serbian life, culture, and librarianship, and reflect upon the
ways in which this is affecting their attitudes and influencing their professional growth.

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TEACHING CULTURAL COMPETENCE THROUGH GLOBAL EXPERIENCES

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Abstract

While the debate may rage over the tactics Ghenghis Khan used to conquer vast lands in Eurasia, there
is much evidence to support the view that in the area of culture he was an enlightened ruler who
allowed freedom of cultural expression among the many disparate peoples he united into the largest
empire ever to exist in the world (Carboni & Qamar, 2003). This idea of collaboration and
preservation of cultural identity is important to the development of cultural competence. In order for
people to develop cultural competence, there must be a recognition of different cultures, of different
world views, and of different ways of negotiating every day life. These cultures are developed over
generations and are the result of lived experience interacting with and influenced by geographical
location and historical events. In the library profession in the United States, it is of particular
importance that professional librarians develop a keen sense of cultural competence so they are best
able to serve the increasingly diverse populations of information seekers who require their assistance
(Chancellor, 2018). It is in this context that the School of Library and Information Management
(SLIM) of Emporia State University in Kansas has developed its Global Experiences program over
many years, with the aim of enabling its students to develop this type of cultural competence through
short-term immersion experiences in countries in Africa, Europe, South America, as well as closer to
home in North America. The main goal of SLIM’s Global Experiences is to place students within a
new culture where they can live for 10 days and learn by visiting libraries and archives by interacting
with information professionals and also simply by navigating the everyday tasks of life (Smith, 2016,
2019). During the global pandemic and its resultant restrictions on travel and assembly, a series of
virtual Global Experiences were offered, lasting 12 weeks in one instance and 10 weeks in another in
place of the standard 10-day field trip. A comparison of student journals from the physical and virtual
travel showed very different understandings of culture and development of cultural competence when
viewed virtually while still within one’s own culture, compared to the understandings and cultural
competence developed while actually present in another culture. This highlighted the importance of
physical presence in exposing students to the realities of different cultures and in the development of
authentic cultural competence.

NEW MUSEUM CONCEPTS AND ADVANCED TECHNOLOGIES

Abstract
New generation techniques are emerging in museum exhibitions. These technologies include advanced
technologies such as 3D animation, VR/augmented reality, robots, artificial intelligence, and face
reconstruction. Museums undertake large projects where different disciplines work together
harmoniously. The use of face reconstruction and artificial intelligence in New Generation Museum
Projects is quite common around the world. Some of the projects that use these technologies are the
Meritamen and Gilded Lady Face Reconstruction Projects (2016), Berlin Museum Nefertiti Bust
Replica Project (2015), Orlando/Salvador Dali Museum, Ohio Greater Columbus Convention Center
Visitor Face Project (2017), and Find Your Lookalike Sculpture (2017), which are carried out by
museums and universities. The role of artificial intelligence is increasing day by day in new museum
technologies. Museums that entertain and educate prioritize visitor experience. The museum concept is
being reshaped from scratch in the metaverse universe beyond time and space. At the same time, the
new museums that are becoming corporate and profit-oriented are opening up their visuals to a brand-
new marketing platform in the NFT market within the Bitcoin and blockchain commercial chain. In
the post-truth era, museums, in order to maintain their identities, use artificial intelligence to reformat
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their archaeological findings by identifying them. They do this using face reconstruction, holograms,
object completion, augmented reality, 3D object completion, and museum object software programs.
Museum collections use facial recognition using the face reconstruction technique. Collections have
become new interactive presentations that speak to visitors simultaneously with facial expressions,
sound, and movement effects, directing them, and calling themselves "bugs." Even individuals freely
participate in the experience of these museum works. Technology will continue to bring us new
developments beyond the reality of three-dimensional, five-sensory reality outside museum
showcases.

Post-pandemic
colleagues world-wide resorted to innovative solutions to deal with technological, managerial,
methodological, staffing and other challenges (as described in Traxler et al. 2020; Wong 2020;
Cheung 2021; Plutino & Polisca 2021; Radic et al. 2021; Ritonga et al. 2021; Henaku f.c.). The
response to these challenges can be seen as a push towards the digitalisation of humanities, with
special reference to language teaching and learning (e.g. Gee and Hayes 2011; Barrot 2021;
